He had stayed with us 
after Katrina and he wanted to come 
back and sample some of the areas of 
Atlanta that he had missed in his previ-
ous painting trip. His paintings from that 
trip are wonderful plein-aire impressions 
of Atlanta. After painting the devastated  
New Orleans landscape, he needed that 
break.  He recently sent us some of his 
post-Katrina paintings that he completed 
upon his return to New Orleans. They 
are very different from the ones he 
produced immediately after the storm 
since the landscape has changed so 
much.  
       In June, Charles’ one-man exhibi-
tion, Pathways, opened. Jerry Cullum, 
wrote an insightful review of the show 
for The Atlanta Journal-Constitution.
